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The recovery from the drought in the
Horn of Africa -- the worse in the
region’s 60 year history—continues
to be slow and difficult. More than
11 million people have been affected,
including Somali refugees who have
walked for days to reach the Dadaab
refugee camp and Kenyan farmers
who have lost all their livestock to
disease and starvation. Even though
rains have fallen, the crisis continues
with heightened risks for waterborne
disease and the slowing of aid
delivery by vehicles mired in mud.

As a church called and equipped
to do God’s work in the world, the
Evangelical Lutheran Church in
