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Six months have passed since the 
devastating earthquake in Haiti. Gifts to 
ELCA Disaster Response from members 
of the Evangelical Lutheran Church 
in America (ELCA) have enabled a 
continued response on behalf of this 
church and through our partner agencies, 
The Lutheran World Federation (LWF), 
Evangelical Lutheran Church in Haiti 
(ELH), Church World Service and 
Lutheran World Relief as part of the ACT 
Alliance response efforts.  

Through LWF, relief response is
happening in the areas of: shelter, food 
and non-food item distribution, water, 
education, psycho-social care and the 
restoration of livelihoods through cash-
for work and agriculture programs. 
These efforts have provided relief and 
coordination to people living in the shelter 
camps of St. Therese and Narette in Petion 
Ville that have a combined population of 
approximately 1,600 families.
