After weeks of heavy rain, flash flood-
ing has left almost a fifth of the coun-
try of Pakistan under water. Up to 20
million people have been affected
by the floods and 1,600 people have
died. Some of the hardest-hit villag-
es have been transformed into small
islands, leaving thousands stranded
without access to food or safe water.

In addition, large amounts of stand-
ing water have caused health offi-
cials to fear a second wave of deaths
from water-borne diseases like chol-
era. Young children are most at risk.

These floods are the worst in liv-
ing memory for the people of Paki-
stan. But aid has been slow to come
in and reach those who need it most.
